CHALLENGE BRINGS IN MORE THAN TWICE THE GOAL

Hyde Park, Vermont, January 11, 2010—

The Doctors and Staff of Lamoille Valley Veterinary Services (L.V.V.S.), along with clients and vendors,
are making a difference in their community this winter. As in 2008, the Doctors and Staff of L.V.V.S.
challenged their friends to collect more donations for the Lamoille Community Food Shelf (L.C.F.S.) than
L.V.V.S. employees. Last year, contributions resulted in donations of over 150 pounds of pet food to the
L.C.F.S. This year, L.V.V.S. had set a goal of 230 pounds of food. That goal was accomplished more
than twice over with 525 pounds of pet food being donated for the L.C.F.S.!

According to the Lamoille Community Food Shelf (L.C.F.S.), donations of pet food help families in need of
their services to “keep their four legged friends rather than having to surrender them. Studies have
shown that interaction with animals can help reduce stress. Recent economic problems have led to
shelters being overwhelmed with animals being surrendered by those who can no longer afford to keep
them. By sharing pet food [through the L.C.F.S.], both issues can be addressed and everyone comes out

a winner.”

Ten percent of the donations came from Lamoille Valley Veterinary Services (L.V.V.S.) clients, another 20
percent directly from L.V.V.S. employees. The balance of the 525 pounds of food came from donations
by vendors which were solicited by L.V.V.S. employees. Special thanks to the Royal Canin, lams, Hills

Science Diet and Purina companies for these donations.
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Lamoille Valley Veterinary Services (L.V.V.S.) is still accepting donations of pet food for the Lamoille
